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301.010. Definitions. — As used in this chapter and sections 304.010 to 304.040, 304.120
to 304.260, and sections 307.010 to 307.175, the following terms mean:

(1) "All-tStraifi vehicle", any mot6Tized vehiele manufactured and used exclugively for
off-highway use, with an unlgdeh dry weight of one thousand five hundred pounds or

less; traveling on three, four ot fiore notikighway tires, with either:

(a) A seat desipned td be straddléd BY e operator, and handlebars for steering
control, but excluding an electric bicycle; or

(6) A width of fifty inches or less, migastited from outside of tire rim to outside of tire
rim, regardless of seating or steering arrangement;

(2) "Autocycle”, a three-wheeled motor vehicle which the drivers and passengers ride
in a partially or completely enclosed nonstraddle seating area, that is designed to be

controlled with a steering wheel and pedals, and that has met applicable Department of
Transportation National Highway Traffic Safety Administration requirements or federal

motorcycle safety standards;

(3) "Automobile transporter”, any vehicle combination capable of carrying cargo on
the power unit and designed and used for the transport of assembled motor vehicles,
including truck camper units;

(4) "Axle load", the total load transmitted to the road by all wheels whose centers are
included between two parallel transverse vertical planes forty inches apart, extending
across the full width of the vehicle;

(5) "Backhaul", the return trip of a vehicle transporting cargo or general freight,
especially when carrying goods back over all or part of the same route;

(6) "Boat transporter”, any vehicle combination capable of carrying cargo on the power
unit and designed and used specifically to transport assembled boats and boat
hulls. Boats may be partially disassembled to facilitate transporting;

(7) "Body shop", a business that repairs physical damage on motor vehicles that are
not owned by the shop or its officers or employees by mending, straightening, replacing
body parts, or painting;

(8) "Bus", a motor vehicle primarily for the transportation of a driver and eight or
more passengers but not including shuttle buses;



(9) "Commercial motor vehicle", a motor vehicle designed or regularly used for
carrying freight and merchandise, or more than eight passengers but not including

vanpools or shuttle buses;

(10) "Cotton trailer", a trailer designed and used exclusively for transporting cotton at
speeds less than forty miles per hour from field to field or from field to market and return;

(11) "Dealer", any person, firm, corporation, association, agent or subagent engaged in
the sale or exchange of new, used or reconstructed motor vehicles or trailers;

(12) "Director" or "director of revenue", the director of the department of revenue;

(13) "Driveaway operation”:

(a) The movement of a motor vehicle or trailer by any person or motor carrier other
than a dealer over any public highway, under its own power singly, or in a fixed
combination of two or more vehicles, for the purpose of delivery for sale or for delivery
either before or after sale;

(b) The movement of any vehicle or vehicles, not owned by the transporter,
constituting the commodity being transported, by a person engaged in the business of
furnishing drivers and operators for the purpose of transporting vehicles in transit from
one place to another by the driveaway or towaway methods; or

(c) The movement of a motor vehicle by any person who is lawfully engaged in the
business of transporting or delivering vehicles that are not the person’s own and vehicles

of a type otherwise required to be registered, by the driveaway or towaway methods,
from a point of manufacture, assembly or distribution or from the owner of the vehicles to

a dealer or sales agent of a manufacturer or to any consignee designated by the shipper or
consignor;

(14) "Dromedary", a box, deck, or plate mounted behind the cab and forward of the
fifth wheel on the frame of the power unit of a truck tractor-semitrailer combination. A
truck tractor equipped with a dromedary may carry part of a load when operating
independently or in a combination with a semitrailer;

(15) "Electric bicycle”, a bicycle equipped with fully operable pedals, a saddle or seat
for the rider, and an electric motor of less than 750 watts that meets the requirements of
one of the following three classes:

(a) "Class 1 electric bicycle”, an electric bicycle equipped with a motor that provides
assistance only when the rider is pedaling and that ceases to provide assistance when the
. bicycle reaches the speed of twenty miles per hour;

(b) "Class 2 electric bicycle", an electric bicycle equipped with a motor that may be
used exclusively to propel the bicycle and that is not capable of providing assistance
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304.013. All-terrain vehicles, prohibited on highways, rivers or streams of this state,
exceptions, operational requirements — special permits — prohibited uses — penalty.

(1) All-terrain vehicles owned and operated by a govétniiiental entity for official use;

(2) All-terrain vehicles operated for d8ticultural purposes or industrial on-premises
purposes between the official sunrise and sunset on the day of operation;

(3) All-terrain vehicles operated by handicapped persons for short digtances
Becasiphally only on the state's secondary roads when operated between the hours of
sunrise and sunset;

(4) Governing bodies of cities may issue special permits to licensed drivers for special
ases of all-{&FfHin veliicles on highways within the city lifits, Fees of fifteen dollars may
be collected and retained by cities for such permits;

(5) Governing bodies of counties may issue special permits to licensed drivers for
special uses of all-terrain vehicles on county roads within the county. Fees of fifteen
dollars may be collected and retained by the counties for such permits;

2. No person shall operate an off-road vehicle within any stream or river in this state,
except that off-road vehicles may be operated within waterways which flow within the
boundaries of land which an off-road vehicle operator owns, or for agricultural purposes
within the boundaries of land which an off-road vehicle operator owns or has permission
to be upon, or for the purpose of fording such stream or river of this state at such road
crossings as are customary or part of the highway system. All law enforcement officials or
peace officers of this state and its political subdivisions or department of conservation
agents or department of natural resources park rangers shall enforce the provisions of this
subsection within the geographic area of their jurisdiction.
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3. 1A personoperdting” ‘an alltetrain vehiclé on ahighway,
covered in this section shall have a valid operator's or chauffeur's license, except that a
handicapped person operating such vehicle pursuant to subdivision (3) of subsection 1 of
this section, but shall not be required to have passed an examination for the operation of a
motorcycle, and the vehicle shall be operated at speeds of less than thirty miles per
hour. When operated on a highway, an all-terrain vehicle shall have a bicycle safety flag,
which extends not less than seven feet above the ground, attached to the rear of the
vehicle. The bicycle safety flag shall be triangular in shape with an area of not less than
thirty square inches and shall be day-glow in color.

4. No persons shall operate an all-terrain vehicle:
(1) In any careless way so as to endanger the person or property of another;

(2) While under the influence of alcohol or any controlled substance;
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5. No operator of an all-terrain vehicle shall carry a passenger, except for agricultural

purposes. The provisions of this subsection shall not apply to any all-terrain vehicle in

which the seat of such vehicle is designed to carry more than one person.
